ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Wallace, Jacqueline

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Esophagogastroduodenoscopy with cold biopsies.

INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Prominent cough, heartburn, and prior history of bariatric surgery.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service with Monitored Anesthesia Care. A well-lubricated Olympus video gastroscope was introduced into the esophagus and advanced under direct vision to the small intestine. Careful examination was made of the small intestine, stomach and gastric anastomosis, the gastric pouch, the GE junction and the esophagus. A retroflex view was obtained of the stomach. Air was suctioned from the stomach before withdrawal of the scope. The patient tolerated the procedure well without any complications.
FINDINGS:

1. The proximal and mid esophagus appeared unremarkable.

2. The Z-line was regular at 37 cm from the bite block. Biopsies were obtained in the distal esophagus to evaluate for reflux changes.

3. There was a small, approximately 8 cm gastric pouch with evidence of prior Roux-en-Y gastric surgery. The gastrojejunal anastomosis appeared unremarkable. The small intestine was evaluated approximately 15 cm past the anastomosis. The small intestine mucosa appeared unremarkable. Biopsies were obtained to rule out celiac disease.
4. There was mild gastric erythema. Biopsies were obtained to rule out H. pylori and evaluate histology.

PLAN:
1. Follow up biopsy pathology.

2. Continue PPI. Antireflux precautions were explained. The patient does note that taking pantoprazole 40 mg twice a day does control her acid reflux symptoms well.
3. Follow up in the office as previously scheduled.
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
