Thank you for your continued support.

Mr. Cano is a 74-year-old male who had stage IIIA adenomacarcinoma of the lung. He was initially treated with chemoradiation with Abraxane and carboplatin now he is on single agent Imfinzi maintenance, which will be given for at least a year. The patient is tolerating it well. He does not have any other symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He does have a history of diabetes. He has COPD. He has been very smoker in the past. He has chronic pain mostly in the knees.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Today, he is 74-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall and weighing 167 pounds. His blood pressure is 154/82
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry at the bases.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: His recent lab showed hemoglobin 14.3, WBC 5.1, platelet always has been low last one was 75, and glucose was 153. His hemoglobin A1c I do not have any A1c in last month or so.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Advanced non-small cell lung cancer locally advanced status post chemoradiation.

2. Maintenance immunotherapy with Imfinzi.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him Benadryl 25 mg in 250 mL sodium chloride and then we will give him 750 mg of Imfinzi in 500 mL sodium chloride over two hours upon completion we will send him home.
