This is a progress note on Alfred White.

Mr. White is 81-year-old male who does not smoke or drinks. He denies any allergies. The patient is to be a Professor at UNT.

SYMPTOMS: He does not offer any symptoms. He feels fine.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was diagnosed to have stage IIA diffuse large cell lymphoma in the neck area. He was treated with the three cycles of R-CHOP followed by radiation to the involved field. He completed the treatment in October 2010 since then he has stayed in remission.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above. No other illnesses.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 81-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inch tall and weighing 196 pounds.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

No lymph node felt in the neck or axilla. Incidentally noted was his pulse, which is 48 which has been that way for last few years.

DIAGNOSIS: History of Non-Hodgkin's lymphoma now in remission.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will see him in six months and we will do the lab. Last lab including CBC, CMP, lipids, and TSH were normal.
