Thank you for this referral.

Susanne White is 79-year-old female who I see for osteoporosis and Prolia injection.

SYMPTOMS: The patient says she feels fine. No symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of right knee replacement few years ago and history of progressive osteoporosis for last 10 years. She also has been on Reclast in the past but because of the progression she is now switch to Prolia. She had vein stripping from the leg in the past. The patient had left shoulder surgery in the past but she still causing her lot of pain and significant restriction of mobility. She is recommended to have replacement.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is very pleasant 79-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 4 inches tall, weighing 170 pounds, and blood pressure 157/85.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSIS: Osteoporosis severe.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Prolia 60 mg subQ and then we will see her in six months.
