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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 67-year-old Jamaican male that is a patient of Dr. Sharma that was referred to this office because of uncontrolled hypertension and proteinuria. The patient has a lengthy history of diabetes mellitus. The diabetes mellitus has been treated with pioglitazone and Synjardy. The proteinuria has stabilized. He has not shown any deterioration of the kidney function and he remains with CKD stage II.

2. Hypertension that is under control. He has been taking amlodipine with benazepril 5/20 mg one tablet p.o. b.i.d., the headaches are gone.

3. The albumin-to-creatinine ratio is reported to be at 92. We are going to continue the close followup of this condition to see whether or not we have to increase or add medications like nonsteroidal aldosterone inhibitor.

4. The patient has a neoplasm of the prostate that is followed by the urologist.

5. The patient has anemia that is iron deficient. He has an iron saturation of 18%. Hemoglobin is 12. We are going to start Nu-Iron 150 mg daily. We are going to reevaluate in four months with laboratory workup.
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
