DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 87-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has arterial hypertension and hyperlipidemia as comorbidities for the nephrosclerosis. The serum creatinine is 1, the BUN is 21, the estimated GFR is 52. This was done on 03/27/2024. The patient does not have any proteinuria.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

3. The patient has hypothyroidism that is under control.

4. The patient has had hyperlipidemia that is also under control.

5. Arteriosclerotic heart disease that has been completely asymptomatic.

6. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

7. Gastroesophageal reflux disease without esophagitis.

8. The patient has osteoarthritis that is well controlled. This patient is going to be reevaluated in one year with laboratory workup. She is very stable.
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
