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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 88-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD IIIIB going into CKD stage IV. The patient continues to have a serum creatinine that is 1.9 with a BUN of 36 and with an estimated GFR of 24. The estimated GFR is 24 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The patient is essentially stable.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

3. Hypothyroidism that is under control.

4. The patient has a protein-to-creatinine ratio and an albumin-to-creatinine ratio that are both normal.

5. The patient has a history of malignant neoplasms of the breast and non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma in the past. She is followed by the Florida Cancer Center.

6. Barrett’s esophagus without dysplasia.

7. Hyperglycemia with a fasting blood sugar of 105. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
