ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Gomez, John

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Pouchoscopy with biopsy.
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: History of multiple colon polyps status post colon resection and diarrhea.
DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service. A digital rectal examination was performed. A well-lubricated Olympus video pediatric colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the efferent limb of small bowel. The patient had previously had a total colectomy with ileoanal pouch anastomosis. The patient recovered well post procedure without any complications.
FINDINGS: Anastomosis noted at 15 cm. Blind loop of the pouch was normal in appearance. Few small erosions noted at the anastomosis area. Biopsies were taken for histological assessment. The efferent limb appeared normal. Possible rectum lesion was noted 2 to 2.5 cm maximal extent. Rest of the exam was normal. No pouchitis noted on this examination.

IMPRESSION: 

PLAN:
1. Follow up in the office to discuss biopsy results and procedure results.
2. Refer to Orlando Health CARE Team to further assess the rectum lesion. The patient might need ESD if it is confirmed to be polypoid lesion.
