Raja Kashou was seen in the office recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Coronary artery disease.

4. Coronary artery bypass surgery.

Blood sugar on this visit continues to fluctuate.

Current Medications: Lantus 12 units twice daily, Janumet 50/1000 mg twice daily, lisinopril 20 mg daily, metoprolol one pill daily, and spironolactone.

His blood sugar control was fair with recent hemoglobin A1c of 7.4%.

On examination, blood pressure 118/72, weight 174 pounds, and BMI is 25. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with suboptimal control, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, peripheral vascular disease, and intermittent hypoglycemia.

He is scared of hypoglycemia and it is difficult to increase his insulin.

I have cautioned him in regards to diet and exercise. We will see him back in followup in six months.
