Patricia Urbank continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES: Hypothyroidism subsequent to surgery.

Current Medications: Synthroid 0.125 mg four days per week.

On this visit, there are no major complaints. Although, she is having problems with bladder cancer.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/62, weight 150 pounds, and BMI is 23.5. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent TSH was 0.12, partially suppressed.

IMPRESSION: Postoperative hypothyroidism and history of bladder cancer.

I have asked her to decrease the Synthroid to 0.125 mg half a pill daily and return for followup in six months.
