Mary Wicks-Cutshall was seen for followup recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSIS: Postoperative hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Armour Thyroid 180 mg daily and Synthroid 0.088 mg four days per week.

On this visit, she felt slightly better with no symptoms suggestive of hypothyroidism.

General review is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 122/74, weight 215 pounds, and BMI is 39.7. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

I have reviewed recent lab test, which includes a TSH of 4.11, borderline.

IMPRESSION: Postoperative hypothyroidism, hypertension, rheumatoid arthritis, and hyperlipidemia.

I have asked her to return for routine followup in six months.
