Christie Jincott was seen for evaluation of hypothyroidism.

Past history is postoperative hypothyroidism and thyroid cancer in 1996.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.175 mg daily and rosuvastatin 10 mg daily.

On this visit, she had no specific complaints and had occasional aches and cramps and numbness.

General review is otherwise unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 122/68, weight 180 pounds, and BMI is 29.7. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent lab test free T4 0.6 elevated and TSH less than 0.01, suppressed.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism with ovary replacement with thyroid hormone and history of thyroid cancer.

A serum thyroglobulin and thyroglobulin antibodies are awaited.
