The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that his traumatic injury is caused by over 20 years hitting the head.  The patient tells me that he was in a military for over 20 years.  He does not remember how many times he got hit on the head.  The patient tells me that it has happened many times.  The patient does not know the exact time and date and location of this injury.  The patient tells me that there were many times that he was in the pursue machine.  The patient was in a boat.  The patient tells me that the boat was making heavy quick and quick turns at high speed.  The patient tells me that his head hit the boat frame many times.  The patient tells me that he hit the full frame bilaterally.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness.  However, he has light blurry.  The patient also has headaches with each time he hits the head.  The patient tells me he hit the head so many times.  He does not remember how many times.  He does not remember the exact location and the date that he hit his head.  The patient tells me that every time, he just continues on the mission.
The patient tells me that he has headaches a lot.  He has difficulty concentration.  The patient has difficulty decision making.  The patient has blurry vision.  The patient also has loss of thought sometimes.
The patient tells me that he is currently not working.  The patient tells me that he currently not getting fully employed.
It is my opinion that these event happened with hitting the head in the boat frame, was not severe enough to constitute traumatic brain injury.  He did not lose consciousness.  He had light blurriness with these events.  However, there are no significant evidence of symptoms, to suggestive traumatic brain injury from these events.
