PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a healthy 13-year-old child, appropriately dressed, well groomed, in no acute distress.

EENT: Eyes: Bilaterally PERRLA. Ears: Ear canals clear. Minimal cerumen. Positive light reflex bilateral TMs, no edema, no erythema. Nose: Clear thin rhinorrhea noted. Throat: Tonsils swollen, edema and erythema with exudate noted. Airway clear.

NECK: Supple. Full range of motion.

RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. Breath sounds within normal limits. No wheezing, rhonchi or rales noted.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops appreciated.

ABDOMEN: Nontender.

SKIN: Normal. No rashes. No lesions.

NEURO: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through XII grossly intact.

LABS: Strep positive. Flu negative. COVID-19 negative.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Strep pharyngitis.

2. Cough.

3. Postnasal drip.

PLAN: We will treat with amoxicillin 500 mg p.o. b.i.d. for seven days. School note for rest, diet and rest restrictions discussed with mother. The patient agreed and answered all questions. Discharged to mother.
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
