CHIEF COMPLAINT: Right ankle swelling.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 67-year-old female who had been evaluated in the office in 2021. She at that time presented with dizziness. She was found to have mitral valve prolapse and bradycardia in approximately 2017. She otherwise has been doing well. She has had recent progressive cough and low-grade fever for which she was treated for acute bronchitis. The patient has been relatively stable, but presented today with bilateral ankle swelling of several weeks duration. She reports right ankle pain. She notes that her ankles are warm. She has history of arthritis. She stated that she previously had MRI which had revealed evidence of inflammation.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/73, pulse 70, respiratory rate 20, and weight 146.6 pounds.

Lower extremities reveals 1+ ankle edema.

Exam otherwise unremarkable.
IMPRESSION:
1. Edema.

2. Arthritis right ankle.

3. Venous insufficiency.

4. History dilated blood vessel in the head, unclear represents an aneurysm. She required CT followup in the interim.

PLAN:
1. Bumex 1 mg p.o. daily #30.

2. Potassium chloride 8 mEq one p.o. daily.

3. Enteric-coated aspirin 325 one p.o. daily #90.

4. I will see her in three months.
