Mr. Cordero is a 41-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes when he was 18 years old. He also has a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. For his diabetes, he is on Farxiga 10 mg once daily, glimepiride 4 mg twice a day, and pioglitazone 15 mg once daily. He failed metformin due to GI side effects. He reports that his blood sugars have been averaging in the 200 to 300 range. His last hemoglobin A1c is 12.3%. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 12.3%. We will adjust his diabetic regimen and place him on Mounjaro 2.5 mg once weekly, Farxiga 10 mg once daily and glimepiride 4 mg twice a day. We will stop the pioglitazone 15 mg once daily and recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, he is on rosuvastatin 20 mg once daily.
