Mrs. Hazellief is a 37-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding hypothyroidism evaluation. The patient has difficulties with fertility. She has three children and would like to conceive a _______ child. The patient states that her mother has Hashimoto’s and would like to be checked for Hashimoto’s. She reports palpitations. She reports that she has seen an endocrinologist in the past, however, this has not helped her. She reports symptoms of fatigue and difficulty swallowing. She reports an irregular menstrual cycle. Her last TSH was noted to be suppressed at 0.028. Her thyroglobulin level was 41.8. She is pending a thyroid uptake and scan.

Plan:

1. For evaluation of her thyroid function studies, her TSH was noted to be low as on several occasions significant for subclinical hyperthyroidism. At this point, my recommendation is to check a thyroid panel including TSH, free T4 and free T3 level, a TPO antibody level, TSH antibody level, thyroglobulin antibody level.

2. The patient is pending a thyroid uptake and scan.

3. I have also ordered a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland.

4. I have also ordered an allergy panel for food and respiratory allergens.

5. I have also placed her on a gluten-free and dairy-free diet.

6. Consider ordering an AMH level.
