Ms. Siegel is a 48-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes at the age of 41 She also has history of hyperlipidemia, GERD, arthritis, bone spurs and tachycardia. Her last hemoglobin A1c was 10.8%. For her diabetes, she is on Ozempic 1 mg once weekly, Farxiga 10 mg once daily, Humulin R based on a sliding scale, Tresiba 40 units each evening and the patient is going to be starting the Dexcom G6.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 10.8%. We will recommend Ozempic 1 mg once weekly. I will add Xigduo XR 10/1000 mg once a day. We will continue the Tresiba 40 units once daily.

2. For her tachycardia, recommend to follow up with her cardiologist. She states that she has an appointment with Dr. Torres next month.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

4. For her GERD, continue current therapy.

5. Follow up with primary care provider.
