Mr. Charles Haill is a 74-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2020. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, and atrial fibrillation. He also has a remote history of subclinical hypothyroidism. His last hemoglobin A1c was 11%. For his diabetes, he is on metformin 750 mg two tablets in the morning and glipizide extended release 10 mg in the morning. For breakfast, he usually eats All-Bran cereal and an English muffin. Lunch is usually peanut butter and jelly sandwich or ham and cheese sandwich. Dinner is a barbecue or _______ usually with some sort of meat and potatoes.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 11%. My recommendation is to add Mounjaro 2.5 mg once weekly. Continue metformin extended release 750 mg twice daily and glipizide extended release 10 mg once daily.

2. I have also prescribed the Dexcom G7. The patient checks his blood glucose four times per day. He makes adjustments to his diabetic regimen based on blood glucose monitoring.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, we will check a current lipid panel.

5. For his atrial fibrillation, continue followup with cardiologist.
6. For his GERD, continue current therapy.

7. Follow up with primary care provider.
