Ms. Pagel is an 84-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes around 2014. She also has history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and chronic kidney disease. She failed metformin due to diarrhea. Her last hemoglobin A1c was 7.6%. She is currently on Semglee 22 units daily, Januvia 50 mg once daily and the patient was previously on glipizide 5 mg twice daily, however, she has been off of this. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. She denies any episodes of frequent hypoglycemia.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 7.6%. At this point, I am going to simply her diabetic regimen and place her on Soliqua 30 units once daily and we will hold the Januvia. We will hold starting the glipizide 5 mg twice daily as well and we will address the need to restart the glipizide if needed during her followup visit.

2. Notably, the patient failed metformin therapy secondary to GI side effects including diarrhea.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy with rosuvastatin 20 mg daily.

5. For her chronic kidney disease, continue followup with primary care provider.
