This is a 79-year-old gentleman, currently on Jomel Hospice & Palliative Services because of COPD. His comorbidities include hypertensive and chronic kidney disease with heart failure stage III, systolic congestive heart failure, chronic kidney disease and atherosclerotic heart disease. The patient suffers from right-sided heart failure with edema of the lower extremity. He has had decreased weight, decreased appetite and he is not eating as much as he was. He is having more issues with shortness of breath, weakness, and muscle wasting along with protein-calorie malnutrition.

The patient is very confused with near falls and at high risk of falls. His renal disease causes itching which requires medication on regular basis. He suffers from radiculopathy and neuropathy and history of tobacco abuse. He has a KPS score of 40%. On exam, his O2 sat is at 92% without oxygen. He has oxygen available to him which he chooses not to use. He has shortness of breath with rest, shortness of breath with activity, and he states he has no appetite and no desire to eat anymore than he wants to. He is refusing his medications from time to time and his weight loss is unavoidable.

He has decreased mentation related to his mental status and mentation related to his hypoperfusion as well. The patient is showing decline as far as his COPD and congestive heart failure are concerned. By the way, he did find to be tachycardic with a heart rate of 102 along with the right-sided heart failure that was mentioned earlier.
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
