HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 73-year-old gentleman who appears younger than stated age. He is a construction worker. He lives with a caretaker. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He reports no weight loss, nausea, vomiting, bowel or bladder incontinence, hematemesis or hematochezia. No change in mental status. The caretaker has noticed change in his condition.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Psychiatric issues; currently, on BuSpar and Trileptal which is working well for him.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has not had any recent surgery.
MEDICATIONS: BuSpar 15 mg two p.o. b.i.d. and Trileptal 600 mg b.i.d.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. He is divorced. He has two children.
FAMILY HISTORY: He does not know what mother and father died of.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 98%. Pulse 60. Respirations 18. Blood pressure 120/69.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 73-year-old gentleman, construction worker with anxiety, bipolar disorder and other psychiatric issues, treated with BuSpar and Trileptal with good success. The patient requires liver function testing and blood work which we will obtain from his primary care physician after our evaluation today.
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
