This is a 64-year-old woman, currently on Jomel Hospice, has been evaluated for face-to-face with history of endstage heart failure. The patient has a documented ejection fraction of less than 20%. The patient was found to be more short of breath, more edematous with decreased activities related to her shortness of breath. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. The patient is not eating as much, but has not shown significant weight loss because of retention of fluid. The patient has decreased mentation with a FAST score of 7C. Decreased cognitive function most likely related to hypoperfusion related to her low ejection fraction and congestive heart failure. The patient has muscle wasting, muscle spasm, and cachexia. She has decreased exercise tolerance and pedal edema consistent with right-sided heart failure noted with low ejection fraction. The patient requires around the clock care because she is no longer able to care for herself. The patient has oxygen available, but chooses not to use it most of the time. The patient requires help with ADL and has a diaper in place because of bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient’s other comorbidities include hypertension, COPD, muscle weakness, shortness of breath; she uses her nebulizer/inhaler at least four times a day, obesity and a history of sleep apnea contributing to her congestive heart failure. Overall prognosis continues to remain quite grave.
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
