Ms. Lilly is an 86-year-old woman, currently on hospice, was seen today for face-to-face evaluation on 04/10/2024 with history of heart failure. The patient’s comorbidities include chronic renal disease, hypertension and dementia. The patient lives with her son Alvin who is her primary caregiver. She was found to be quite confused. Alvin tells me that mother is short of breath at all times and she wishes to stay in bed 16 to 18 hours a day and sleeping most of the time now. She is very confused. She is no longer oriented to person today. The patient has a left above-the-knee amputation because of her peripheral vascular disease. She has O2 in place, Hoyer to help with the lift, but it is becoming more and more difficult for Alvin to do so because of his current condition and his medical problems. She has a KPS score of 40%, FAST score of 7A. MAC was measured at 24.5 recently, decrease of 0.5 cm. The patient continues to use oxygen, O2 sats hover around 91 to 93% on 2 L. Alvin tells me that mother is eating very little; most of the time, she refuses to eat. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, wears a diaper and requires help with all ADL with the help of Alvin and other family members along with hospice aides and cares that have been able to keep her life for this long and provide the comfort that she needs before she passes on. Overall prognosis continues to remain grave for Ms. Alma Lilly.
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
