HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 16-year-old young man here today with stomach upset, diarrhea, stomach cramps and body aches. He has had this for two days now. He denies eating any bad food. It is of unknown origin. It started two days ago. He had to stay home from school today. Several bouts of diarrhea have been plaguing him as well. He did not eat anything today. Stomach still feels a bit queasy, he states.
However, there has been no nausea or vomiting. Urination has been normal.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He had a procedure to the nose.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: He had an allergic reaction to the FLU SHOT.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/59. Pulse 84. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 142 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, and round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are hyperactive.
Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test, strep test and COVID test and they were all negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Gastroenteritis. The patient will be given an antibiotic Cipro twice a day and also a steroid pack mostly for his allergies that he has been developing and slight cough.
2. He is going to monitor his symptoms and return to clinic or call me if not improved.
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
