Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Parker comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of. He has a history of working as a machine operator and states he had to stop in 2023 because of difficulties avoiding hazards in his environment. He had an eye examination at that time and was told that he has glaucoma. He currently sees Dr. Verb. He uses latanoprost and SIMBRINZA drops in both eyes. He denies eye surgery and trauma. His review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/30 on the right and 20/100 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +0.50 –2.25 x 005 on the right and +0.50 –2.50 x 010 on the left. The near acuity with ADD of +2.50 measures 20/50 on the right and 20/200 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive but sluggish. An afferent defect is not appreciated. The muscle movements are smooth and full. There is a suggestion of a left-sided exotropia. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.95 on the right and a total cup to the nerve head on the left. The cups are very deep. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field test utilizing a Goldman type kinetic test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 37 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 17 degrees of horizontal field on the left. Of note, there is near total inferior loss on the right and significant constriction on the left.
Assessment:
1. Glaucoma.

2. Astigmatism.

Mr. Parker has advanced glaucoma in both eyes. This can explain the constriction of the visual fields, the decreased level of vision on the left side, and his complaint of difficulties avoiding hazards in his environment. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties performing his work-related activities. In particular, he has trouble avoiding hazards in his environment and difficulty distinguishing between small objects and reading small print. His prognosis is poor.
