Dear Dr. Hanna:

Thank you for referring Ms. Frances Roberts for Infectious Disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient suffers from recurrent dysesthesias as well as recurrent gastrointestinal symptoms including gastritis symptoms. The patient was referred for possible Lyme disease. A thorough history and physical was completed. There were no signs of skin manifestations. Neurological examination was unremarkable. The patient was recently started on anti-seizure medication for possible stroke prevention. In order to clarify the situation, a repeat Lyme screen with Western blot tests will be ordered and the patient will be followed up in three weeks.

The patient also has abnormal chest x-ray with evidence of lung nodule. She had a history of old TB, which was treated at age 18, does not appear to be active at this time.

Thank you kindly for this interesting referral. We will follow with you and make further recommendations based on results of serology once obtained.

Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of your patients.
