Dear Dr. Patel:

Thank you for referring Ms. Shweta Khobaria for Infectious Disease evaluation.

The patient had been referred for positive QuantiFERON Gold. Chest x-ray revealed no evidence of active tuberculosis; however, it did show evidence of old granulomatous disease. The patient gives history of being treated for tuberculosis back in India in 2002. She was treated for a total of nine months with a four-drug regimen consisting of INH + RIF + PZA + ETH. The patient completed nine months of therapy according to the patient and family members back in India. Unfortunately, no records were obtainable at this time.

Because the patient is in the health care field, she may from time-to-time require documentation. Unfortunately, no documentation from the primary care provider is available at this time. The patient was treated appropriately and appears to have convalesced. A repeat chest x-ray done in March 2024 showed no active pulmonary disease. Going forward, she may be required periodically to follow up a repeating chest x-ray. No TB medication is warranted at this time. In addition, the patient does not wish to take prophylactic medication at this time.
