Shweta Khobaria is currently under my care for positive QuantiFERON Gold.

The patient had a routine QuantiFERON Gold test by health care provider at which time chest x-ray was done which showed no evidence of active tuberculosis.

The patient was treated for active tuberculosis back in India in 2002, when she was approximately 19 years old. At that time, she received a four-drug regimen of isoniazid, rifampicin, ethambutol, and pyrazinamide for a total of nine months. No documentation is available at this time; however, the patient’s family and the patient herself corroborate this information.

The patient had a recent chest x-ray done on 03/14/2024, which shows old granulomatous disease. No active pulmonary disease.

At this point, the patient does not want and does not require treatment for latent tuberculosis since she was treated already for active tuberculosis.

As a health care worker, she may be required to obtain annual chest x-ray. No active treatment is necessary at this time.
