CC: Wife visiting.
HPI: A 77-year-old gentleman seen today, he was in his Broda chair reclined and napping in the day room. His wife was visiting today and staff tell me that things that the patient did for himself such as feeding, repositioning, she came in and took over all of those things, was coddling him and stating that he cannot do things for himself and questioning why staff are not assisting. Staff spent time with the patient’s wife describing what he does for himself here in the facility, she was curt with the staff and the patient seem to enjoy the extra attention.
DIAGNOSES: Moderately advanced dementia, BPH, insomnia, GERD, depression, hyperlipidemia, gait instability; uses manual wheelchair that he can propel.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Mildly obese male, reclined in his Broda chair and napping in day room. He was seen earlier in day. The patient makes eye contact when spoken to. Orientation is to self. He will randomly speak. Speech is clear, limited in information given and wife was not present when seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 153/81, pulse 97, temperature 97.3, respirations 17 and weight 188 pounds.
CARDIAC: He has an irregular rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop. PMI non-displaced.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Decreased lung fields secondary to body habitus. No cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. He has trace to +1 edema ankle and distal pretibial area.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Early-morning falls. Staff tell me that his falls began early in the morning at change of shift and the request is that the overnight staff place the patient in his Broda chair prior to leaving; so, that order is written.

2. Wife visiting. Encouraged staff to go ahead and have the patient do the things that he can do even if she is present and at least making her aware that he is able to do more than she credits him for being able to do.

3. DM II. Continue with Lantus 20 units q.a.m. and p.m. and Actos 30 mg q.a.m.
