CC: Followup on Nuplazid.
HPI: An 87-year-old with advanced Parkinson’s disease who has had delusions and hallucinations that have increased over the last several months. Husband is aware of it as this patient. I talked to them about the initiation of Nuplazid, which is intended to help decrease this and he is in agreement. Nuplazid 34 mg one p.o. q.d. a supply of four weeks was initially given. Husband states that they were not able to complete a week as she had severe diarrhea. He states that they stopped the medication gave it a window of time and then restarted but had the same side effect. So, Nuplazid has not been tolerated by patient. She is currently on low-dose Haldol 0.25 mg q.a.m. and 4 p.m. Husband states that he sees benefit he would like to see if it could simply be just the lower single dose and will work toward that end. The patient does self administer both he and his wife’s medications.
