CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 72-year-old seen last weekend for initial contact baseline lab was ordered that is reviewed today. The patient and his husband were difficult to find they were both around the facility doing activities one to another and finally were able to track them down they reluctantly agreed to sit with me from a minute to go over there labs.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia moderate stage, BPSD in the form of he can be edgy and irritable with staff and her husband who complained about his verbal abuse, peripheral neuropathy, insomnia, and anxiety.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from admit note on 04/07.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed well nourished male who was in a hurry to have labs reviewed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 163/98, pulse 55, temperature 97.7, respirations 17, and weight 183.6 pounds.

NEURO: The patient makes eye contact. His speech is clear. He makes it known what he wants and comprehension of information given is not present. He just wants a yes or no are things okay.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion. No LEE.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung feels clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Anemia mild. Hemoglobin WNL at 13.7 and hematocrit is slightly low at 39.9 with 40.1 being cut off indices have MCV mildly macrocytic otherwise indices are WNL.

2. CMP review it is all WNL. No intervention required.

3. Screening TSH, which is WNL at 1.40.

4. Code status. We will contact patient’s daughter/POA who he says makes decisions for them and will discuss any awareness of previously expressed wishes.

5. Anemia very mild. No intervention required and remainder of labs WNL.
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
