CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 62-year-old male admitted over the weekend is seen today for baseline lab review. Again, the patient was very social out and about so finally we were able to get him in his room and reviewed labs who is very pleasant and cooperative.

DIAGNOSES: Moderate dementia without BPSD.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

MEDICATIONS: Pravastatin 20 mg h.s. and Norco 7.5/325 mg q.4h p.r.n.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished male cooperative in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/85, pulse 72, temperature 98.4, respirations 17, and weight 155 pounds.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. His speech is clears. He is orientation is x2 to self in Oklahoma. He has short-term memory deficits but able to give some information.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion. No lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. CBC review. WBC count elevated at 14.1. The patient underwent recent bilateral inguinal hernia repair with the incision site via the umbilicus it has been pink with no drainage. He denies tenderness to palpation. We will monitor that is the only possible etiology of elevated white count. The patient denies recalling whether this has ever been a problem for him. Remainder of CBC WNL.

2. CMP review all WNL.
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3. Lipid profile all well controlled with TCHOL 154, HDL and LDL 43 and 91 all below desired markers, which is good on pravastatin 20 mg h.s.
