DIET: Puréed.

MEDICATIONS: Ativan 0.25 mg premed 15 to 20 minutes pre-shower, ASA 81 mg q.d., Pepcid 20 mg q.12h, Vimpat 50 mg b.i.d., Claritin 10 mg q.d., lovastatin 10 mg h.s., and Myrbetriq 25 mg q.d.
