HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-year-old young man here complains of stomach upset. He was last seen in our office four days ago. He was given an antibiotic. Mother thinks seems to think that the antibiotic is causing the stomach upset. He was given azithromycin 500 mg on a daily basis for seven days. It is his fourth day into it and the stomach started to feel upset and I have recommended that we stop that that is a side effect to that medication, he has had four days’ worth that should be worth by way of antibiotic effectiveness.

No other issues. He had sore throat prior and he does no longer have that. His primary complaints done four days ago on 04/08/24 have all resolved. His only complaint today is stomach upset. He states that if he lies down at times the stomach seems to feel a little bit better, but he does not take anything for relief.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/74. Pulse 75. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 99%.

HEENT: By and large, unremarkable. Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits and non-erythematous.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present and normal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Gastritis. The patient will be given omeprazole 40 mg a day for the next seven days. He is going to stop taking the azithromycin; he had a dose of 500 mg daily for seven days.

2. Mother is going to continue monitoring symptoms and they will return to clinic or call if needed.
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
