HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old little boy. Mother brings him in due to having a rash over his body. Apparently, he was outside. He actually does not remember what happened, but he has many mosquito bites over his arms, on his hand and six or seven of them on his facial cheek. He does not recall playing outside or lying on the grass, but he did tell me in the exam room that he thinks he woke up with them; possibly, they had a window left open and insects flew in. At any rate, he has these mosquito bites and they are very itchy and mother would like some assistance in that. No other issues verbalized. He plays well, eating well, normal bowel movements and urination, and no other issues.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress. He has several obvious mosquito bites across his forehead and facial cheeks and also bilateral arms several as well.
VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 20. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 106 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory effort is observed.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Insect bite, probably mosquitoes. The patient will receive two medications; triamcinolone 0.1% cream to be applied to each lesion, he can do that twice a day and then hydroxyzine 10 mg/5 mL, 10 mL p.o. three times a day p.r.n. itch #120 mL. He is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if needed.
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
