Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing which were negative.
DIAGNOSES: Fever and pharyngitis in 4 months old infant.

PLAN: Treated with observation and temperature precautions. Follow up with pediatrician as needed.
