ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED:
1. Attempted EGD, esophagoscopy.

2. Biopsies.

INDICATIONS: Dysphagia. History of esophageal stricture.

POSTOPERATIVE DIAGNOSES:

1. Procedure completed up to 30 cm from the incisors.

2. Significant ulceration of the mid esophagus.

3. Severe stricture at the mid esophagus unable to pass the scope beyond that area.

4. Possible candida esophagitis.

DEPTH OF INSERTION: 30 cm from the incisors.

COMPLICATIONS: None immediately.

MEDICATION: As per monitored anesthesia care.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was obtained, the patient was put in the left lateral decubitus position. Scope was introduced into the mouth, advanced to the oropharynx, into the esophagus at 30 cm from the incisors. Procedure stop in that area unable to pass the scope beyond that due to severe stricture and ulceration. The rest of the esophagus, stomach and duodenum not examined.

FINDINGS:
1. Oropharynx appeared normal.

2. Esophagus, there is white exudates in the upper esophagus possibly consistent with candida esophagitis. Biopsies taken at 30 cm from the incisors there is significant ulceration of the esophagus noted. A severe stricture was noted. Unable to pass the scope beyond that area. Rest of the esophagus, stomach, and duodenum not examined.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Follow pathology reports.

2. The patient will need to be in twice a day for PPIs.

3. The patient will need a possible dilation of the esophagus on fluoroscopy. The patient to stay on liquid diet. If not able to maintain p.o. intake the patient may need to be admitted to the hospital for further management.

4. The patient is to follow up in GI office in three to four weeks.
