INTERIM EVALUATION/FACE-TO-FACE
Ms. Moses was evaluated today for worsening dementia. The patient is a 79-year-old woman with increased agitation. She was on the phone, screaming on the phone when I arrived at her residence. After speaking to her, I have tried to get on the phone. This was her son she was talking to, but she did not know who she was talking to. Her daughter lives with her and she was down the hallway talking to a friend. Sandra has lost weight since last visit and appears to be much more frail. She is at high risk of fall. She is having a hard time walking. She is complaining of shortness of breath with activity, has sundowner’s syndrome. She is now bowel and bladder incontinent, requires ADL. She definitely meets the criteria for endstage Alzheimer dementia with worsening symptoms since two months ago associated with weight loss, decreased appetite and protein-calorie malnutrition. Her vitals were stable today.
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
