Thank you again for your continued support.

Mr. Raker was seen initially on a *__________*. He came for followup today. His lab has come back. His hemoglobin on 04/01 was 12, hematocrit was 36.8, and platelet count was 126 so it has improved to some extent. His CMP and lipid profile was normal. A1c was 5.6, serum iron, and B12 also were normal. Reticulocyte count was also normal at 1.1.

Looking at everything it appears that he does have mild anemia and thrombocytopenia, which could be early myelodysplastic syndrome and bone marrow could establish a diagnosed. However, at this point, his blood count is just marginally low and does not warrant an invasive procedure such as bone marrow aspiration biopsy. A close watch might suffice so whenever you do CBC please send me a copy. I will see him in three months for followup. For right now, no further workup might be necessary.
