PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She had back surgery in 2016.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and on the chart.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Well nourished, well groomed, appropriate for age appearance, in no acute distress.

EENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive. Nose: Clear. No edema to the turbinates noted. Pharynx: Clear. No edema or erythema.

NECK: Supple. No thyroid concerns or thyroid nodules noted.

RESPIRATORY: Chest is nontender. No respiratory distress. Breath sounds normal.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Nontender. No guarding. No rigidity.

SKIN: No lesions or rashes noted.

NEUROLOGIC: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X grossly intact.

LABS IN-OFFICE: UA with trace leukocytes.

ASSESSMENT: Cystitis with hematuria.
PLAN: We will treat with Macrobid 100 mg b.i.d. for seven days.
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
