PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft without guarding or rigidity.

EXTREMITIES: Within normal limits.

SKIN: No lesions or rashes noted.
NEUROPSYCH: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSIS: Viral syndrome without fever.

PLAN: To provide supportive care for the patient. Advised mother on self-care of symptoms; if they last longer than 7-10 days, to bring the child back for reevaluation.
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
