HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with father and brother who is also sick with similar symptoms of cough at night that gets worse and sore throat. T-max unknown. No treatments at this time. No barking cough, muffled voice or potato voice noted.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of exposure to smoke or secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient in room with father to answer questions, dressed appropriately, groomed appropriately, in no acute distress.

HEENT: Head is normal. Eyes: Equal and reactive to light. Ears: Bilateral ears had mild erythema in ear canals. No fluid. No bulge noted within the TMs. Nose: Clear thin rhinorrhea. Mild edema of the turbinates. Throat: Erythema with exudate noted to tonsils bilaterally. Airway was patent.

LUNGS: Lung sounds were clear. No rales, rhonchi or wheezing.

CARDIOVASCULAR: S1 and S2 appreciated. No murmurs, gallops or clicks.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No guarding. No rebound.

EXTREMITIES: Within normal limits.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X grossly intact.

LABS IN-OFFICE: Flu negative. Strep positive.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Strep pharygitis.

2. Cough.

3. Postnasal drip.

4. Upper respiratory infection.

TREATMENT PLAN: Amoxicillin with Bromfed for symptom control. Advised father on diet and rest. School note provided. Follow up as needed. The patient discharged in stable condition to his father.
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
