PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Eyes: Equal and reactive to light. Ears: Mild erythema in the ear canals. No bulging noted. Positive light reflex. Nose: Turbinate edema with clear rhinorrhea. Throat: Pharynx and tonsils with exudates and edema. Patent airway.

NECK: Supple. Full range of motion.

LUNGS: Lung sounds are clear. No rhonchi, wheezing or rales.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Positive S1 and S2 appreciated. No gallops or murmurs noted.

ABDOMEN: Soft, nontender, non-rigid. No rebound.

EXTREMITIES: Within normal limits.

NEUROLOGIC: Neurological function is intact x 3.

LABS: Flu negative. Strep positive.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Strep.

2. Cough.

3. Fever of unknown origin.

4. Postnasal drip.

PLAN: We will do amoxicillin as well as Bromfed for symptom management. Explained diet, rest and safety precautions for good hand hygiene at the house and to prevent exposure to other family members. The patient discharged to father with no questions at this time. Discharged in stable condition.
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
