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1. AB, DOB: 10/09/19960. This is a 63-year-old woman comes in the emergency room complaining of chest pain off and on x1 day per nursing notes. The patient suffers from hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and diabetes. Her vitals were stable. Blood pressure was 164/85. Pulse 74. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.6. She weighed 230 pounds. Height 5’3”. She is on Mounjaro which can cause chest pain. It is a GLP-I medication.

Dr. Kobza reports that the patient has had chest pain for one month today got worse when she reached for to grab something. The pain was on the left side. It went on the left arm. Her vital signs again were stable. The patient’s CPK, troponin, and EKG within normal limits. Only one set of enzymes were done. Dr. Klem/cardiology was not called. The patient subsequently was sent home with normal chest x-ray and blood pressure 113/70. Pulse 70. Respirations 18. O2 sat 97%. She was sent home with Mobic to treat musculoskeletal pain. The notes indicate that discussed in detail care with the patient and referred to Dr. Klem. Also, there is a note in the chart that states the patient had recently been treated by Dr. Bond not sure the exact nature of treatment, but the patient’s PCP was noted as Dr. Vaughn.
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
