The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has made a telehealth appointment and consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis described that he is feeling great. Denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts or any symptoms of hallucination or delusion. He described that sometime he gets little anxiety otherwise he is fine but he does not give any reason. He is taking all his medications and following with the medical. The patient was providing support, education, and appreciated his adherence with the medications and compliance with treatment. He claimed the weather is changing and he is going for a walk also but he is doing better. He is involved in all the activities. He has compliance with the activities and the work. He is eating and sleeping good. He was alert, oriented, and happy. He is having good eye contact, very cooperative, and appropriate. No agitation, aggression, or any irritability. He described that he does not want to make any reduction of the medication as medications are working fine. I further discussed that he should check with the medical and also get a complete physical and blood workup to which he agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder symptomatically stable. No suicidal, homicidal thoughts, or any hallucination and delusion. No involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

PLAN: The patient will continue on Depakote 500 mg twice a day, Cymbalta 30 mg daily, Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, and trazodone 50 mg at bedtime. I have sent the prescription for 30 days. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
