DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 67-year-old African American female, the patient of Dr. Maxwell. The patient was found with breast cancer, underwent surgical excision and radiation therapy was given. She is under the care of the Florida Cancer Specialists. The reason for us to see Mrs. Wilson was the presence of hyponatremia that was most likely associated to syndrome of inappropriate ADH. This time, the serum sodium is 137 mEq/dL. I still emphasized the need for her to have a regular sodium diet, restrict the fluid intake and continue with the followup with the primary care.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

3. Diabetes mellitus that is under control. At this point, I am going to return the case to the care of Dr. Maxwell. If necessary, I would be more than happy to give Mrs. Wilson followup at the office.
