DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 79-year-old Hispanic male that is a diabetic for 10 years and has been well under control with the administration of metformin. The patient had a perforated diverticulitis, Hartmann procedure was done. During the admission to the hospital and because of the presence of peritonitis and overwhelming infection, the patient had acute kidney injury that has been recovering progressively. The patient was initially placed on Florinef in combination with midodrine; however, he is no longer using this medication because the blood pressure has been within range. From the nephrology point of view, the serum creatinine is 0.84, the BUN is 16, the estimated GFR is 89 and the patient has an excretion of protein that is around 220 mg/g of creatinine, which is within normal range.

2. Diabetes mellitus with a hemoglobin A1c of 7.1.

3. The patient has a history of hyperlipidemia. The total cholesterol is 184, HDL is 62, LDL is 100 with triglycerides of 127. At the present time, the patient is in very stable condition, has recovered the kidney function. We are going to send the patient back to Dr. Domenech.
