Dear Mr. Taormina:
Unfortunately, you and I have not been able to come to an agreement regarding your course of treatment, especially regarding prescriptions for controlled substance medications, mainly varieties of dextroamphetamine. During the nine months or so that you have been seeing me, you have made numerous phone calls requesting this or that variant of dextroamphetamine. You have claimed that pills have been lost or stolen. I have tried to follow the I-STOP, but you disagree with my depending on the I-STOP.
You have told me that you want to feel “good” all the time and that you need higher and higher doses of amphetamines to do this. I feel this is not in your interest to take higher than the recommended doses of dextroamphetamine preparations. They can have various side effects.

Given that you and I have been unable to agree on a course of treatment, I regretfully have to ask you to find another provider with whom you can agree. You can check with the Suffolk County Medical Society or the American Psychiatric Association to find another prescriber. We will be available for you in case of emergencies, but we will provide prescriptions only consistent with the I-STOP and recommendations of the DEA, the FDA, and the New York State Department of Health.
