PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  General Appearance: Normal.  HEENT:  Normal.  Neck:  Supple.  No JVD.  No lymphadenopathy.  Heart:  S1 and S2 audible.  Lungs:  Clear to auscultation.  No rales.  No wheezing.  Abdomen:  Soft and nontender.  Bowel sounds were positive.  Extremities:  Chronic edema both lower extremities with bilateral lower extremity with dressing in place.

IMPRESSION:  (1).  Cellulitis of the lower extremities.  (2).  Chronic lymphedema both lower extremities.  (3).  Degenerative joint disease.  (4).  Generalized weakness.  (5).  Diabetes mellitus.  (6).  Hypertension.  (7).  Hyperlipidemia.  (8).  Atrial fibrillation.  (9).  History of depression.  (10).  Gout.
TREATMENT PLAN:  Discussed with the patient about his symptoms.  We will continue on the antibiotics, continue with wound care, recommendations as per the Wound Clinic.
